CATERING

Snow Mountain Ranch offers catering services at most of our reception and rehearsal dinner
venues. Outside caterers are welcome in the Mountain Air Cookout Shelter & Legett Reception
Hall. No outside caterers are permitted at Promise Reception Hall or the Schlessman Camper

ALCOHOL & SMOKING POLICY
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If you are serving alcohol at your reception, it must be provided or contracted by the
wedding party.

If you want to serve mixed drinks to your guests, you can do so only if you contract with
Peak Beverage; your Coordinator can provide their contact information upon request.
If you choose not to contract Peak Beverage as your bartending service, you must have a
licensed bartender or a TIPS certified individual to serve & monitor alcohol to guests.
Documentation of license or certification must be sent to your Coordinator prior to the
reception.

A licensed bartender or TIPS certified individual is allowed to serve beer, wine, seltzer
and champagne (no mixed drinks/hard alcohol) to your guests on Snow Mountain Ranch
property.

Sale of alcohol is not allowed on site at Snow Mountain Ranch.

Self-service of alcohol is not permitted at weddings.

NO alcohol is permitted at ceremony sites unless the ceremony is being held at a
contracted indoor venue.

Smoking at Snow Mountain Ranch is only permitted in designated areas and this varies
depending on the venue. Smoking at all outdoor ceremony sites is prohibited. Ask your
Coordinator for more details.

We do not allow any form of open flame candles (unity candles and sparklers included).

Nothing should be attached directly to the wall or ceiling of indoor venues.

Except for the Mountain Air Cookout Shelter, staples or tacks may not be used to attach
anything to the walls or ceiling.

Nails, screws or hooks with a screw end are not allowed at any of our venues.

Nothing should be tied or fastened to the lights, sprinkler heads, smoke detectors, or
speakers.

Any damage to walls or ceilings may incur damage fees.

REFRIGERATION

We currently offer a shared walk-in sized cooler for use by weddings located in the Administration
Building. All items must be labeled and the Special Event Venue Coordinator or Associate must
approve storage & items prior to the drop-off of goods.

TABLES

Your reception space includes tables. Standard guest tables are 8’ banquets (rectangles) or 5’
round tables. However, in Promise, we use 6’ rounds. Linen sizes are estimates; SMR does not
rent linens; they must be rented or purchased from an outside company.

FIRE RINGS

Fire rings can be reserved by wedding groups, based on availability. The cost per reservation is
$30 and includes 1 bundle of fire-wood and matches. Additional tables and chairs, as well as grills,
can be rented for use at some fire rings.

We
recommend Home James Transportation for your guests to travel from Denver International
Airport to our location as well as personalized shuttle service. The Lift Buses provides
transportation within the Grand County area; bus stop is 1 mile away from our main lodges.

ROOM BLOCKS

If you have reserved room blocks for your guests, you will receive a group code to pass on to your
guests. Your guests can book lodging using this code and will be added to your wedding roster.

Your guests can also book rooms through Central Reservations at 1-888-613-9622; if you have a
contracted wedding block, it is important for them to mention the group code in order to be
added to the roster specific to your wedding.

CENTRAL RESERVATIONS

If your guest would like to reserve a yurt, a campsite or lodging on their own, they will need to
call Central Reservations at 1-888-613-9622.

Yurts and campsites are only available during the summer months, and if the weather holds, into
September.

The first Wednesday in April is when 2-5 bedroom family cabins become available to book for
June 1 - November 30. The first Wednesday in October is when the 2-5 bedroom family cabins
become available for booking December 1 - May 31. Ask your Coordinator for details.

RETREAT CABINS
Retreat cabins (6-8 bedroom) must be reserved through your Special Event Venue Coordinator.
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CONTRACTS & POLICIES
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Please note that none of the lodging or event spaces have air conditioning; this is standard
for venues at high altitudes.

Retreat cabins have televisions and cable access, but none of the lodge rooms or family
cabins do.

Please refer to your lodging contracts to see lodging attrition & cancellation policies and
dates.

Check-in time is guaranteed by 6pm. Call the front desk after 8:00 am on the day of check-
in if you would like a time estimate of when you cabin will be ready for check-in. If your
wedding is earlier than check-in time you may want to encourage your guests to arrive a
day early or to arrive ready for the wedding.

Check-out time is at 10 am; late check-outs may be requested but are not guaranteed. To
request a late check-out, you may call the Front Desk on the day of check-out. Permission
to stay late is based on bookings and the Housekeeping schedule for the day. The latest
check-out time that may be requested is 11 am.

Specific lodging information, such as room numbers or cabin names, are not available
until check-in. This policy is in place due to the unknown emergencies that could arise and
cause SMR staff to need to move lodging reservations around.

All rooms are smoke free; this is including any tobacco, marijuana, vape, etc. Cleaning fees
will apply.

Use of marijuana is strictly prohibited on property; guests in violation of this policy may
be asked to leave.
